World Class Tests 
World Class Tests, intended for high level students between the ages of 8 and 14, assess 21st century skills of critical thinking, problem solving, and communication in a combined paper and computer based format. Tests are categorized by Mathematics and Problem Solving and are administered on specific dates.
